· Merge onto I-89 N toward Montpelier/Burlington (47.7 mi)

· Take the US-2 E exit, Exit 17, toward US-7. (0.3 mi)

· Turn Left onto US-2/Theodore Roosevelt Hwy. (0.1 mi)

· Turn Left onto US-7 S/Ethan Allan Hwy.  4.7 mi

· Turn Left onto Rebecca Lander Dr  (17 Rebecca Langer Drive - on the RIGHT.)

TIMES:

· 5/6 Black – meet at the Berlin Park and Ride at 7:15am or be at the field by 8:00am for warm-up.  Game time is 9:00am
· 7/8 Black – meet at the Berlin Park and Ride at 9:00am or be at the field by 10:00am for warm-up. Game time is 11:00am

· Flag – meet at the Berlin Park and Ride at noon or be at the field by 1:00pm.  Game time is 2:00pm

· Take the US-2/US-7 exit, EXIT 16, toward Winooski/Colchester. 0.2 mi

· Turn right onto Theodore Roosevelt Hwy/US-2/US-7/Ethan Allen Hwy. 1.7 mi

· Turn left onto Blakely Rd. 2.7 mi

· Blakely Rd becomes W Lakeshore Dr/VT-127/Burlington Beltline. 0.2 mi

· 135 W Lakeshore Dr is on the left

· 5/6 Blue meet at the Berlin Park and Ride at 10:00am or be at the field by 11:00am.  Game time is noon.

· 7/8 Blue meet at the Berlin Park and Ride at 11:30am or be at the field by 12:30pm.  Game time is 1:30pm.
